Background: Attached for the Board's review and consideration is a proposed agreement 
between Riverside Community College District and The Artists' Collective for a performance 
salon of "Mink: A Name for Herself' by Mary H. Curtin and Theresa Larkin by Riverside 
School for the Arts. This agreement is for $5,000.00. The term of this agreement is October 11, 
2005 through February 24,2006. Funding source: General Fund. 

The service provider identified in this contract does not make or participate in the making of 
decisions that may foreseeably have material effect on financial interests of the District.

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AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN 

RIVERSIDE COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT 
AND 

THE ARTISTS ' COLLECTIVE 

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this 11 th day of October 2005, by and between 
The Artists' Collective, located at 7223 Woodrow Wilson Drive, Hollywood Hills, CA 90068, 
hereinafter referred to as "Consultant" and RIVERSIDE COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT, 
hereinafter referred to as "District". 

The parties hereto mutually agree as follows: 

1. The consultant agrees to provide a performance salon, "Mint: A Name for Herself' 
by Mary H. Curtin and Theresa Larkin for Riverside School for the Arts. 

2. The services outlined in Paragraph 1 will be provided in Landis Performing Arts 
Center on the campus of Riverside City College. The District shall provide the 
consultant adequate working conditions, equipment, and support as appropriate to 
conduct the services outlined in Paragraph 1. 

3. The services rendered by the Consultant are subject to review and supervision by the 
District's Chancellor and other designated representatives of the District. 

4. The term of this agreement shall be from October 11, 2005, through February 24, 
2006. 

5. Payment in consideration of this agreement includes a service fee that shall not 
exceed $5,000.00. 

6. Consultant shall hold harmless, indemnify and defend the District against any 
liability including reasonable attorney fees arising out of negligent acts, errors or 
omissions of the Consultant. The District shall hold harmless, indemnify and defend 
the Consultant against any liability, including reasonable attorney fees, arising out of 
negligent acts, errors or omissions of the District, its employees, or agents. 

7. Consultant shall not discriminate against any person in the provision of services or 
employment of persons on the basis of race, color, national origin or ancestry, 
religion, physical handicap, medical condition, marital status or sex. 
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8. This contract may be cancelled by either party with 15 days advance notice in 
writing. Failure to deliver services as requested constitutes reason for cancellation 
of this agreement.

Global Cooperation Society International. Estimated cost: $400.00 (conference fee). 
Funding source: the general fund.

1) Mr. Phil Kelleher, director, fire technology, fire academy program, to travel to 

Orlando, Florida, October 16-1 9,2005, to participate in the Fire and Emergency 
Medical Services National Focus Group. There is no cost to the District. 

2) Mr. Jose Medina, Member, Board of Trustees, to travel to Phoenix, Arizona, 
October 14- 16,2005, to attend the Hispanic Association of Colleges and Universities 
19" Annual Conference. Estimated cost: $1,43 1.80. Funding source: the general 
fund. 

3) Mr. Kevin Mayse, associate professor, performing arts, and Mr. Charlie kchard, 
associate professor, performing arts, to travel to Oahu, Hawaii, April 7-14,2006, 
accompanying approximately 5 5 students of the RCC Jazz Ensemble and the RCC 
Wind Ensemble who will be participating in the Spring Concert Tour at the 
University of Hawaii, and Punahou and Pearl City High Schools in Oahu, Hawaii.

4) Ms. Delores Middleton, director, physician assistants program, to travel to San Juan, 
Puerto Rico, October 12-1 6,2005, to attend a Consortium on North American 
Higher Education Collaboration. Estimated cost: $1,135.00. Funding source: the 
general fund.
